1. REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR 
            Cllr Wild had met with the Police and Crime Commissioner with a view of applying for funding for two vehicle activated road signs at Norton crossroads. The National Trust application had highlighted concerns regarding the junction, and it was felt that the road signs might help in the short term to reduce the speed of vehicles as they approach the junction. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would complete an application form and submit it on behalf of the Parish Council.

1. CORRESPONDENCE
                  The Parish Council had received an email from Leighton & Eaton Constantine Parish Council in relation to road lining. The Parish Council proposed that if road lining was to be undertaken it would be more cost effective to see if other parishes wanted road lining undertaken in their area and for the cost to be shared out across adjoining parishes. Councillors felt that there were no roads in the parish that needed lining, so it was RESOLVED that the Clerk would contact Leighton & Eaton Constantine Parish Council and decline the proposal.
