Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 9th November 2010
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs B Nelson & M Jones - family matters.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs F E Davies (Chairman), V Amos, P Davies, V McChesney, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also SV Cllr C Wild, R Johnson SC Regeneration Officer, Mrs C Millington and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 13th September 2010 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. Severn Valley Cllr Claire Wild outlined matters pertaining to the proposed SC resources cuts of £78 million over the next 4 years that will affect every resident of the county in one way or another. As an example, the recent Winter Service Review had resulted in an increase in efficiency but an initial saving of £30k and a reduction in the number of gritting lorries from 28 to 25.

  Rachel Johnson reported the next meeting of the LJC as 7th February in Buildwas.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Parking problem at Ashley Jordon Cars – 6a.  The Clerk read a letter from Kevin Aitken, SC Highways Manager outlining the council’s position and advising that the current situation is more acceptable than repercussions from any measures that might be applied.  Cllr P Davies Proposed acceptance of this letter as the finality to this matter as far as the Parish Council is concerned. Seconded by Cllr Eade and all in favour. No further action.
b) Wroxeter roads – 6b.  The Clerk reported that Cllr Nelson had been in email correspondence with English Heritage and SC Highways over further improvements to the Xroads splay on the bus-stop side which had agreement and will be pursued. Other matters being considered were salt bin provision, overgrown hedges, relocation of brown signage & ongoing drainage issues outside Glebe Farm House.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Cllr Eade raised the matter of the extension at Rushton Cottage that had been approved a few years ago. The work was now well on the way to completion but following a number of concerns raised by residents who were unhappy with the appearance of the cottage from the road he had asked the Planning Officer for a copy of the original plans in order to compare with the actual build. Cllr Eade sympathised with those concerned but advised no further action. 
8. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of ££318.49 (current) & £2,119.26 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Sep/Oct salary £213.63, WFHA £6 & expenses £10.64 = £230.27. Cheque approved nem con.
c) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) The Clerk had circulated the mid-year budget review which showed that financial matters were on track and savings were being made wherever possible.  After discussion on possible cuts to some areas of parish council funding Cllr P Davies Proposed that a 25% cut be made to the annual grant to the Uppington PCC, reducing it to £150.00. Seconded by Cllr Guttridge and all in favour.
9. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) SC: Street cleaning survey. Passed to Cllr Eade to consider.
b) STC: Remembrance Day Service – 14th November. No nominations.
10.  PARISH MATTERS:
a) Cllr Eade was concerned at the current bus service through Uppington and will pursue with SC.
b) Cllr Rowlands had received concerns that hedges around Wroxeter had been cut in August for the last 2 years thus removing much of the blackberry harvest later in the year.
11.   NEXT MEETING & CLOSE:
a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 10th January 2011 in The Wroxeter Hotel. The Chairman then closed the meeting at 8.19 pm.
