DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 9th July 2012, at 7.30 pm
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs C A Eade & M Jones. Accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), L Davies, J Guttridge & M Millington, also, SV Cllr C Wild, Ms R Johnson from Shropshire Council & Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF ANY DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS: None.
4. REPORTS: Cllr Wild outlined a number of topics including SC’s new Inspiration, Partnership & Enterprise initiative, the new Code of Conduct and the Community Infrastructure Levy payable on certain planning applications, a proportion of which can then be used for parish community projects identified in the Place Plan as having a financial implication and could be seen as an incentive to promote local development.
Rachel Johnson provided details of the Parish Council’s expectation to contribute to the annual Place Plan review consultation in September that will help SC identify any local priorities.
5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 14th May 2012 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Glebe Farmhouse road flooding – 8b.  As SC Highways had been reluctant to proceed without an archaeologist present Cllr Nelson would speak to English Heritage about resolving the issue.
b) LJC Jubilee projects – 8c. The Chairman reported the mugs had been distributed successfully but there was need for a further supply.  As the tree planting project would not now proceed Cllr M Millington Proposed that 36 more mugs be ordered and any surplus sold at cost. Seconded by Cllr Davies and all in favour.  It was also agreed that the batch of misspelled mugs be sold off at £2 each. Cllr Nelson had also expressed to the LJC the PC’s concern at the continuing lack of Police presence at its meetings and the blandness of the area annual report.  Although he appreciated this was probably due to expenditure cuts it was none-the-less a regrettable development.
c) Wroxeter sewerage system – 13b. This item was postponed until the September meeting.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) SC had sent details for information only of the application for a Lawful Development Certificate for the proposed erection of a side extension at Lundbreak, Donnington, Shrewsbury, by Mr John S Cowen.
8. FINANCE:

The Clerk had contacted her on behalf of all Councillors to convey their sincere gratitude for all the support she had given the community over many years. Vacancy notices would be placed on all notice boards.
b) The Chairman reported sending a card to Cllr Eade on behalf of the Parish Council wishing him well after his recent hospitalisation.
10. HIGHWAYS MATTERS:
a) Wroxeter Xroads splay. Cllr Nelson reported that SC had been reluctant to do anything without an archaeological report which would have been very costly but had now been given permission to proceed without it provided the support posts were hammered into position and not concreted.
11. SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) The Clerk had circulated details of the new Code of Conduct.  Cllr M Millington therefore Proposed that it now be formally adopted. Seconded by Cllr Guttridge and all in favour. The Clerk reiterated that Councillors were now obliged to complete and return to SC their Disclosable Pecuniary Interests form forthwith and will resend the email with appropriate attachments.
12. BROADBAND ISSUES: 

a) Cllr M Millington reported that the Wroxeter broadband system failed during heavy storms.
