DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 9th January 2012, at 7.30 pm
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs V McChesney & D Millington and SV Cllr C Wild.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, L Davies, C A Eade, J Guttridge, M Jones & M Millington, S Rowlands and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None.
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 14th November 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Clerk’s additional hours contract amendment – 9a. This was duly signed by the Chairman.
b) Councillor vacancy – 9c.  It was agreed there would be no further action for the time being.
6. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) The Clerk had circulated details of the application for the conversion of disused barns to business use, to include demolition of existing lean to store room, re-installation of doors, windows and part of mezzanine floor at Wheathill Farm, Norton, Shrewsbury, by The National Trust. No comments had been received.
b) The Clerk had circulated details of the application for the installation of a 10kW solar photovoltaic array comprising 52 roof mounted solar panels at Raby Sawmill, Uppington by Mr H Vane. No comments had been received.
c) SC had notified that the application for the installation of 187 roof mounted PV Solar Panels on an existing agricultural building at Avenue Farm, Uppington had been granted.
d) New application to remove 27 metres of hedgerow for visibility and safety grounds on land adjacent to Wroxeter Roman City at the Xroads by Shropshire Council. After discussion the Parish Council had no comment other than to ensure work did not coincide with the bird nesting season.  Cllr Nelson reported further residents concerns about the amount and nature of the signage at the Xroads and safety to road users.  The Clerk was instructed to seek confirmation from SC that the agreed safety measures would be implemented shortly.
7. FINANCE:

a) Lloyds/TSB statements showing balances of £2,023.50 (current) & £1,120.17 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Nov/Dec WFHA £6 + expenses £16.87 = £22.87. Cheque approved nem con.

c) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) Society of Local Council Clerks: annual subs - £97÷4 = £24.25. Cheque approved nem con.
e) The Clerk had circulated the proposed Precept breakdown for the 2012/2013 financial year. Due to cost increases across all areas the requirement was for an additional £567 over last year’s Precept. After discussion it was Proposed by Cllr Millington that the Parish Council offset this amount by £347.00 from its emergency reserve and the Clerk should apply to SC for funding of £2,220.00. Seconded by Cllr Davies and all in favour.
8. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) STC: invite to the Mayor’s Service in State at The Abbey on 12th February. No nominations.
9.  HIGHWAY MATTERS:
a) Cllr Jones reported residents concerns that the white-lining needed refurbishing at the Uppington junction by the Old Blacksmiths. The Clerk will pursue.
b) Cllr Nelson raised the ongoing issue of flooding across the road outside Glebe Farmhouse that SC Highways had agreed to rectify about 2 years ago. The Clerk was instructed to pursue again.
10.  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) The Clerk outlined the SC consultation on transport assistance for entitled Shropshire students.
b) The Clerk outlined SCs plan to integrate many of its services into a large multi-functional team.

c) Cllr Nelson outlined the LJC offer of £1k funding for community Jubilee projects.  After discussion it was agreed that for the March meeting Cllr Jones would ascertain the number of under 16 children in the parish that could receive a commemorative mug. Also any other suggestions would be considered at that meeting. The Clerk will place an article in Under the Wrekin magazine.
11. NEXT MEETING & CLOSE:
a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 12th March 2012 in The Wroxeter Hotel at 7.30 pm.
