1. PUBLIC SESSION
	Four members of the public attended the meeting to discuss the play area at Uppington.     The Council had received a report on the condition of the play area in February. This report had been shared with members of the community, as had been agreed at the previous meeting. The Chair had proposed that a meeting be arranged following the circulation of the report to discuss the work that needed to be carried out to get the play area into a good state of repair. However, prior to the meeting the work had been undertaken by a contractor who had been retained by members of the community, using funds they had raised, which meant that the Parish Council were unable to tender for the work. 

  Whilst the Council acknowledges the commitment shown by the local community, the work undertaken without the consent of the Council has put it in a difficult position. The play area is one of the council’s assets and any work undertaken to repair or replace equipment should be done by the council through a tender process.

1. MINUTES 
	It was RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting held on 16th January 2023.

1. MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES 
  a.  Vehicle Activated Signs   It has been agreed that VAS’s will be installed on the B4380. The signs will be funded by Harworth (the developers at Ironbridge Power Station) A meeting will be held with Cllr. Wild, Shropshire Council and Parish Councillors to finalise where the signs will be situated. 

  b.   Play Area, Uppington   Councillors discussed the liability for the work that had been undertaken and it was proposed that signs be put up saying that the use of the play area is at the individuals own risk. It was also agreed that monthly ‘inspections’ take place to ensure that the play area remains in a good state of repair. It was RESOLVED that any issues would be reported to Councillor Amos. The total cost of the work was £852. The local community had raised £500 and the Council voted to pay the outstanding £352 (there were two abstentions) The Clerk asked that a new invoice be raised one for £500 for the community group to pay and the other for £352 for the Parish Council.

  The annual inspection of the play area will be undertaken by RoSPA in August / September 2023. This report will identify any further issues with the play area.  
 
1. REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR 
Cllr. Wild will meet with Cllr. Nelson and representatives from Shropshire Council and West Mercia Police to discuss a number of traffic issues on the B5061including speeding traffic and signs warning of deer in the area. Recently West Mercia Police had undertaken an operation to conduct Speed Enforcement on the B5061. The Motorbike Traffic Support Team were out on 24th February and caught 16 offenders.  

1. PLANNING APPLICATION
A planning application Reference: 23/00760/FUL was supported by the Council.

1. POLICY REVIEW
The Parish Council should undertake a review of its policies. The majority are on the Councils webpage. Councillors were asked to look at the policies and inform the Clerk of any changes or amendments. The policies will then be put to the Council at its next meeting in May for ratification.
