1. CORRESPONDENCE
Infrastructure Levy – The Department for Levelling Up, Housing and Communities has issued the attached consultation to inform the design of the levy and how it will operate – Councillors had no comments.
 
Several issues had been raised where a response from Raby Estate was required. Unfortunately, no responses had been received to the issues raised. It was RESOLVED that Cllr. P. Davies would contact the estate to see if the outstanding issues could be resolved.

Broadband.  A supplier of fibre broadband, SWS, has seen an opportunity to provide a service to the parish. Work will begin in 2024 and it is thought that the costs of the service will be like those currently paid for a two-year contract with other suppliers. Currently there is not an alternative provider. Councillors are happy to invite a representative of the company to a future meeting.
