Wroxeter & Uppington Parish Council

Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel
on Monday, 11th January 2010
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs F E Davies & M Jones due to illness & Mr S Thomas of Shropshire Council due to a family crisis.  Apologies accepted.
2. PRESENT: Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, C A Eade, P Davies, J Guttridge, V McChesney,  D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also Severn Valley Cllr C Wild & Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 9th November 2009 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES:

a) The Cricket Pavilion – 6b. The Chairman reported that following an article in the Shropshire Star he had written to the Estate and understood it was still keen to pursue a meeting with village and parish representatives to discuss possible arrangements for joint use of the facility along with the Cricket Club.  After further discussion Cllr D Millington proposed that future discussions be handed over to the Working Group to continue the liaison with the Estate and also identify an individual, ideally from the Uppington area, who could take on the active role in leading future liaison with the Estate & Cricket Club and co-ordinating & developing community use of the facility. Seconded by Cllr P Davies and all in favour with one abstention.  Cllr Nelson then Proposed that the possibility of future grant aid from the LJC be explored were the pavilion to become a community facility.  Seconded by Cllr McChesney and all in favour with one abstention.
b) Parking problem at Ashley Jordon Cars – 6d.  Cllr Nelson reported he had written to Mr Jordon inviting him to respond to himself or the Clerk on the concerns previously identified either in writing or in person at this meeting.  As there had been no response Cllr McChesney Proposed that the Clerk be instructed to write formally to SC requesting the reinstatement of the ‘Clearway’ on that stretch of road.  Seconded by Cllr P Davies and all in favour.
c) Uppington leaves problem – 10a. Cllr Guttridge reported that once the wet weather subsided light winds had cured the slippery problem by natural means.  No further action.
d) Uppington salt bin – 10b. Cllr Guttridge reported that SC had provided a large sack of salt at the area requested.  As Cllr Wild reported that SC had a supply of proper bins in stock the Clerk was instructed to request one for Uppington and one to replace the sack in Wroxeter.
6. Cllr Wild asked Councillors for an update on waste collection services in the parish.  It appeared that the last collection was 24th December and the next would not be until 22nd January.  After some discussion it was felt that a month without a collection was too long a period, even in such cold conditions.  The Clerk was instructed to ask SC to put in place appropriate procedures to avoid this in future (e.g. by replacing a green collection with a refuse collection or by having strategic local collection points) and to look carefully at how residents should be informed of any non-collection or any such contingency arrangements. Cllr Wild will also pursue.
7. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £243.86 (current) & £1,618.66 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Nov/Dec salary £213.63, WFHA £10 & expenses £10.03 = £233.66.  Cheque approved nem con.
c) SLCC annual membership subscription 2010 - £24 (£72 split 3 ways). Cheque approved nem con

d) SC: Broadband fee Oct/Nov: 3-way split to £29.40 = £9.80. Cheque approved nem con.
e) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
f) The Clerk had circulated a breakdown of the financial detail for the 2010/2011 Precept.  Cllr Eade Proposed that the figure of £2,150.00 be accepted.  Seconded by Cllr McChesney and all in favour.
8. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) SC: Proposed changes to speed limit in Wroxeter.  The Chairman reported that all details had now been finalised for the extension of the limit to the Uriconium car park.  Await installation after conclusion of consultation period.
b) SC: Emergency Planning Briefing – 2nd February. Passed to Cllr Rowlands who will attend.
c) SC: Rural Community Engagement – Hubs & Clusters.  Cllr Wild outlined the rationale behind this initiative.  No action.
d) SC: draft Shropshire charter for more effective local government.  The Clerk outlined the sections pertaining to parish councils and will pursue the issue of timescales for responses.
e) West Mercia Police: your service 2010 and beyond.  No action.
f) SALC: training events for Councillors & Chairmen.  No nominations.
9.  PARISH MATTERS:
a) The Clerk reported that he had recently been appointed as Clerk to Atcham Parish Council.  There was no clash as their meetings were on Wednesdays and he envisaged there would be a number of positive benefits.
b) Cllr Eade was still concerned at the pot holes under the flyover near the Bluebell Xroads.  He will be reporting the problem to Telford & Wrekin Council.
c)  Cllr Rowlands reported that Severnside Housing had again issued their invoices to Wroxeter residents as a single demand just before Christmas like last year despite assurances it would not happen again.  There was also mention that Severn Trent may be required to take private sewage plants of this kind into their ownership in the near future.  The Chairman will pursue.
