DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 10th September 2012, at 7.30 pm
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs C A Eade & M Jones. Accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, L Davies, J Guttridge, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also, SV Cllr C Wild & Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF ANY DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS: None.
4. REPORTS: Cllr Wild answered a number of queries from Councillors on various local topics and suggested that parish entries into the local Place Plan be decided at next meeting.
5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 9th July 2012 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Glebe Farmhouse road flooding – 6a.  The Chairman reported that SC Highways had confirmed the work was on their schedule but would be some time before funding was available and attributed liaison with EH on archaeological permissions as a delaying factor in addressing the work and Cllr Nelson was striving to mediate.
b) Jubilee project – 6b. The Chairman reported that although the second order for mugs was flawed he had now received a further correct batch. These could now be sold at the cost price of £7 each, with the misprinted versions to be sold off for a token £2 each.
c) Wroxeter sewerage system – 6c. Cllr M Millington reported the pump appeared to be labouring and may need attention.  The Chairman delegated Cllr Rowlands to canvass those residents on the system to ascertain if it was causing problems and to report the matter to Severnside Housing. Cllr Rowlands was also asked to gather details of any issues residents may have with Severnside’s management.
d) Councillor vacancy – 9a. The Chairman explained that Paul Davies of Uppington had expressed a wish to return to fill the vacancy now his work commitments had ended.  After discussion his co-option was Proposed by Cllr L Davies, Seconded by Cllr Guttridge and all in favour.  The Clerk will pursue.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:
a) Application for the Erection of a single storey extension to rear of Post Office Cottage, Wroxeter by Mr Edwin Cohen. After discussion it was agreed there was no comment on this application.  However, Cllr M Millington raised concern at the issue of ‘change of use’ as the shop area had now been integrated into the living accommodation.  The Clerk was instructed to raise this with SC Planning.
8. FINANCE:

a) Lloyds/TSB statements showing balances of £3,101.81 (current) & £320.37 (deposit).

a) The Clerk explained his reasons for informing the Chairmen of his 3 parish councils that he would be retiring at the end of March 2013. It was agreed that having one clerk responsible for all 3 local councils worked well and efficiently and so the PC should strive to appoint a replacement prepared to take on the joint role. The Clerk and Cllr Wild would liaise over initial preparations and procedures with the eventual involvement of all 3 parish councils.
10. HIGHWAYS MATTERS:
a) The Clerk reported that the Highways Agency/Shropshire Council liaison group had indicated that Amey’s Traffic Team was currently assessing any consequences of the potential remedial options contained in their latest draft report on Emstrey Traffic Island before being considered by the Highways Agency.
11. SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) The Chairman outlined his attendance and briefing at the Digital Futures event organised by SC.
b) The Clerk reported details of the current and future IT support by SC to parish councils.
12. BROADBAND ISSUES: 

a) After some discussion on the poor broadband speeds in local areas details of Airband’s high speed internet were passed to Cllr Amos to consider.

a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 12th November 2012 in The Wroxeter Hotel at 7.30 pm.
