Wroxeter & Uppington Parish Council

DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel
on Monday, 10th May 2010
1. APOLOGIES: Cllr M Jones, family problem, and PCs D Harte & D Baron.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), F E Davies, P Davies, J Guttridge, V McChesney,  D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also Severn Valley Cllr C Wild, Mrs C Millington & Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 8th March 2010 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. Cllr C WILD outlined various items in her Annual Report that had been submitted to Councillors by email. There followed some discussion, particularly on education policy and recycling issues.  Cllr Wild also reported on the Local Development Framework consultation on “issues and options” with particular regard to proposed village expansion plans.  It was agreed that any Councillor wishing to contribute to the consultation process should forward detail to the Clerk for inclusion in the consultation questionnaire.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Parking problem at Ashley Jordon Cars – 6b.  The Clerk reported that SC were reluctant to instigate introduction of a ‘clearway’ or yellow lines on the stretch of road outside the car showroom as they had been assured by Mr Jordan that safety measures previously proposed were to have been introduced. However, as no improvement had been noticed to date the Clerk was instructed to contact SC again and to keep the Chairman informed.  Cllr P Davies stated that the cars parked outside the showroom parameters were neither taxed nor insured which was against the law and had previously been referred to by SC so could be readdressed.
b) Parish Council insurance cover – 10c.  The Clerk reported a quote from Zurich Insurance, via the SC Insurance Scheme, of £341.13 compared to £383.41 with the current scheme.  It was agreed to accept the Zurich quote for the coming year’s cover. The Clerk will pursue.
c) Wroxeter road surface – 10e.  The Chairman reported on his correspondence by email with SC Highways and will pursue further.
d) Brookside road surface & drainage – 10f. The Chairman was still pursuing.  Cllr M Millington reported that Severnside had filled in many of the worst pot-holes.
e) Salt bin provision – 10g. These had still not been provided to replace the sacks left before winter that were now very overgrown with vegetation.  The Clerk will again pursue with SC Highways.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Notification from SC that the application for the erection of a 2 storey rear extension & double garage at The Watch Oak, Lower Longwood, had been Granted.
b) Notification from SC that the variation of condition 22 of 08/0030/F for the retention of a mobile home at Viewpoint, Rushton for a further 2 years had been Granted.
c) Notification from SC that the Outline planning application pertaining to 2 new dwellings & access at Wroxeter Vineyard had been Granted.
d) Notification from SC that the application for the erection of a 2 storey replica Roman villa and bath house at Wroxeter Roman City had been Granted.
e) Notification from SC that the application for alterations to Mytton Antiques affecting a Grade II Listed Building had been Granted.
8. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £618.86 (current) & £2,609.07 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s Mar/Apr salary £213.63, WFHA £6 & expenses £21.27 = £240.90.  Cheque approved nem con.
c) SC Broadband charges: Mar/Apr (£30 - 3-way split) - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
e) The Clerk reported receipt of the Play Area Maintenance Grant from SC - £300.80.
f) The Clerk reported receipt of the Annual Precept from SC - £2,150.00.
g) The Clerk had previously circulated details of the 2009/10 Annual Accounts.  He explained that as Charles Armstrong was unavailable for the Internal Audit it had been completed by Mr Phil Hibberd of Berrington at no charge.  The Clerk then presented the Accounts Record, Annual Return, Annual Governance Statement & Assets Register that were duly signed by the Chairman.

9. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) LJC: Cllr Nelson was Proposed by Cllr McChesney to continue as this parish’s LJC representative for the coming year. Seconded by Cllr P Davies and all in favour.  Cllr Amos was Proposed by Cllr P Davies to continue as this parish’s LJC deputy representative for the coming year. Seconded by Cllr Guttridge and all in favour.

b) SALC: an invitation to rejoin the society at a cost of £113.29 was unanimously rejected.
c) STC: invite to Mayors Sunday – 6th June at 12 noon. No nominations.
10.  PARISH MATTERS:
a) Cllr Amos reported the overgrown verges on the path leading from the Norton Xroads past Ashley Jordon Cars making it dangerous for pedestrians who have to use the roadway.  The Clerk will inform SC Highways.
b) Cllr McChesney enquired if there was any news of the proposed Post Office booth in the Wroxeter Hotel.  The Clerk reported that no decision had yet been made.
