DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 9th May 2011
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs V McChesney & C A Eade, prior engagements.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, F E Davies, P Davies, J Guttridge, M Jones, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands also SV Cllr C Wild and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. REPORTS: The Clerk had circulated the Annual Report from Severn Valley Cllr Claire Wild.  Cllr Wild then outlined revisions to the planning process and how it fitted within the newly adopted Local Development Framework. Two of the main documents were the Core Strategy and the Site Allocations & Management of Developments Plans.  There was some discussion regarding future development in this parish but it was agreed our status should continue as ‘Open Countryside’. The Chairman offered the Parish Council’s thanks to Cllr Wild for all the hard work done on behalf of all parish councils.

5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 14th March 2011 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) PAYE – 12a. The Clerk outlined his progress to date. Having now obtained the appropriate references and instruction disc from HMRC he suggested the whole procedure be contracted out for a fee to a specialist company.  Cllr Rowlands offered to assist and it was agreed that there would be liaison between all parties to achieve the best solution.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Application for replacement of one span of 2-wire 11kv overhead line with a 3-wire 50mm AAAC over land at 1 Deer Park Cottages, Upton Magna by Central Networks West. No comment.
b) Application for erection of storage building at Fair View Hill Farm, Wrekin Course, Uppington by Mr P Barnett – for information only.
8. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £2,104.95 (current) & £1,119.79 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s March salary £106.81, WFHA £3 & expenses £14.92 = £124.73. To be paid later once the new procedures are fully understood.
c) As HMRC had increased mileage allowance from 40p per mile to 45ppm the Clerk suggested that he be allowed to claim the increased amount from 6th April 2011.  Agreed.

d) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
e) The Clerk reported receipt of the £2,000.00 annual Precept from SC.

f) Acceptance of the Annual Assets Register was Proposed by Cllr FE Davies, Seconded by Cllr M Millington and all in favour.  The Register was duly signed by the Chairman & RFO.

g) Acceptance of the 2010/2011 Accounts, Annual Return & Annual Governance Statement was Proposed by Cllr P Davies, Seconded by Cllr D Millington and all in favour.  They were duly signed by the Chairman and RFO.
9. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) SC: SAM Dev response on parish development.  Cllr M Millington Proposed that the status for this parish should remain as ‘Open Countryside’, Seconded by Cllr M Jones and 8 in favour with one abstention.  The Clerk will inform SC accordingly.
b) STC: Invite to Mayoral Service of Celebration at St Chad’s on 2 May. No nominations.
10.  HIGHWAY MATTERS:
a) The Clerk was notified of a fly tipping incident by Cllr McChesney.  SC had reacted quickly and the rubbish removed.  It should be noted that there were 3 such incidents in the parish during April and Councillors were urged by the Clerk to contact SC direct to avoid delays.
11.  SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL MATTERS: 

a) Cllr Millington was concerned that ‘A’ frame direction signs placed in the road by English Heritage had caused a number of road traffic obstructions.  The Chairman will pursue.
b) Concerns were raised about excessive traffic speeds by vehicles using the parish road systems during racing events at Eyton.  The Clerk was instructed to inform the secretaries of each hunt.

a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 11th July 2011 in The Wroxeter Hotel at 7.30 pm.
