Wroxeter & Uppington Parish Council

Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel
on Monday, 12th July 2010
1. APOLOGIES: County Cllr C Wild, in France, and PC D Harte, not on duty.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, C A Eade, F E Davies, P Davies, J Guttridge, M Jones, V McChesney, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 10th May 2010 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Parking problem at Ashley Jordon Cars – 6a.  The Chairman gave an update on the situation and reported that the promised signs were still not evident.  Also, there could be a real danger to oncoming motorists rounding the bend should parked cars at the garage force motorists heading in the Wellington direction to overtake.  Cllr P Davies reported that untaxed cars at the garage were being driven on the public highway and due to the number of vehicles parked on the pavement pedestrians had to walk in the road to get past. After discussion it was agreed that the Shropshire Council officer responsible should be invited to the next meeting to discuss the issue, in the interests of road safety, with a view to obtaining a satisfactory outcome.
b) Wroxeter & Brookside roads – 6c & d.  The Chairman reported no further feedback but will pursue the dangerously overgrown hedges and the Xroads splay.
c) Salt bin provision – 6e.  The unsightly bags of salt had now been removed and SC had promised new bins would be in situ by the winter.  The Clerk will request these be green in colour.
d) Norton Xroads hedge cutting – 6f. Cllr Amos reported that these had still not been attended to so the Clerk will pursue again with SC Highways.
6. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Application for alterations to roof height at Upper Farm, Rushton – Mr D Meredith.  After discussion it was agreed there would be no objection to the proposal provided it met with Planning regulations.
b) The Clerk reported there would be an application for the siting of mobile homes at the vineyard for use by those currently working on the Channel 4 project but the initial application was rejected. Cllr Millington stated that they would shortly be removed anyway when this project comes to an end.
7. FINANCE:

a) Bank statements showing balances of £1,268.55 (current) & £2,118.99 (deposit).
b) Clerk’s May/Jun salary £213.63, WFHA £6 & expenses £21.37 = £241.00.  Cheque approved nem con.
c) SC Broadband charges: May (£15 - 3-way split) - £5.00. Cheque approved nem con.
d) Wroxeter Hotel: room charge - £10.00. Cheque approved nem con.
8. CORRESPONDENCE: 
a) The Clerk reported that SALC had now become ALC and had made another request to reconsider membership. It was agreed to decline the offer.
b) SC: 2010/2011 Winter Service Review.  It was generally accepted that SC did very well last winter despite the conditions.  However, as there had been much confusion over rescheduling of bin collections the procedure with regard to cancellations due to weather conditions should be made clearer through their literature.  The Clerk will pursue. 
c) SC: draft ‘Spotlight on Shropshire Economy’.  The Clerk explained that as comments on the draft are due back by 30th September copies of the publication can be sent to any Councillor who might have an opinion.  Cllr Amos requested a copy.
d) LJC: next meeting agenda for 13th July.  The Chairman took the opportunity to outline a new scheme for self-build affordable homes for Shropshire people.
9.  PARISH MATTERS:
a) The Chairman reported a number of fly-tipping incidents in Wroxeter and he had personally removed bin bags full of rubbish and over 100 empty beer bottles from one area. There was evidence that anglers were partly responsible.
b) Cllr Eade reported that the contractor who cuts the Uppington verges travelled at such speed that the bouncing of the vehicle left many areas uncut.  He will pursue with SC.
c) Cllr McChesney reported that there had been a number of instances where the new Wroxeter speed limit was not being adhered to by motorists.  Also, there was a need to remove all the obsolete ‘sugarbeet factory’ direction signs.  The Clerk will consider.
10.   NEXT MEETING & CLOSE:
a) The date of the next ordinary meeting of the Parish Council was confirmed as Monday, 13th September 2010 in The Wroxeter Hotel.
b) The Chairman thanked Councillors for attending and the Meeting closed at 8.31 pm.
