1. PUBLIC SESSION
There were no members of the public present.

2. TO ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Councillors J Davies, P Davies and C Wild.

3. DECLARATIONS OF DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY INTERESTS & DISPENSATION REQUESTS - None.

4. REPORTS from Shropshire Cllr &/or others - None.

5. TO CONFIRM & ACCEPT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 14th MAY 2018
It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes of the previous meeting (Proposed: Cllr V Amos, Seconded: Cllr M Millington, all agreed).  

6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES
Volunteer Policy/Risk Assessment.  Matthew Mead (Shropshire Council) was sourcing a template risk assessment for the volunteer grass cutting at Uppington playground.  In the meantime, the Chair had drafted a Volunteer Policy.  It was RESOLVED that the draft policy would be circulated by email and Councillors would respond to the Chairman and Clerk to confirm approval.

(c) To note income received
£32.50 had been received from Buildwas Parish Council as part of the Clerk’s Training Cost Sharing Agreement, to be discussed at item 13.


(d) Reserves report
The reserves report was received and considered.  The recommendations with regard to the spending on the Transparency Fund were approved.  The amount erroneously held for bus shelter maintenance could now be reallocated and Councillors discussed the key risks faced by the Council to decide how to allocate the funds.  It was RESOLVED to reallocate £600 to the General Reserve and £675 to an Asset Maintenance reserve.  It was further RESOLVED that Councillors would conduct an inspection of the condition of Council assets in the autumn.  

9. NEIGHBOURHOOD FUND
It was RESOLVED to approve and sign the Neighbourhood Fund Notice of Requirements for return to Shropshire Council.  It was noted that £69.18 was received in 2017/18 and £392.04 in 2018/19.  Councillors agreed that combining these amounts, and potentially also with future payments, could fund a more substantial project although it was noted that payments must be spent within 5 years of receipt.  The Annual Parish Meeting could be utilised to seek views from the community on priorities for spending the funding.  It was RESOLVED to retain the 2017/18 and 2018/19 Neighbourhood Fund payments for spend in a subsequent financial year.  The 017/18 annual report was duly completed and signed for return to Shropshire Council.  

10. GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATIONS To discuss the additional template policies provided by SALC
The Council found the template policies to be lengthy and complex for a small Parish which holds minimal data.  It was RESOLVED not to approve the policies at this point.  The Chairman and Clerk would request alternative templates more suited to smaller parishes, through SALC.

11. CORRESPONDENCE To receive and respond to correspondence – none.

12. PARISH MATTERS To discuss and respond to any Parish matters arising since the previous meeting

Road surface on the Ironbridge Road (B4380), close to the junction with Ishmore Lane.  Councillors noted that the condition of the road had continued to deteriorate and was potentially very dangerous.  It was RESOLVED that the Chairman would contact the Highways team to pursue action.

B4380 Atcham to Leighton road accidents.  The report provided to Cllr Sherwood in response to his FOI request showed that there had been 14 collisions of which 3 had caused injury and 11 were damage only.  Councillors felt that this figure underrepresented the accidents that they were aware of and noted the importance of reporting all accidents so that they could be accurately recorded.  Cllr Sherwood would report back from his further FOI request in due course.

Rights of Way.  A number of marking posts had been knocked down on the right of way reference no 0442/10/1 in the direction of Charlton Hill.  Cllr Sherwood would contact the Clerk with details of the missing posts in order that the issue could be followed up with the Council.

Mirror at Lower Longwood crossroads.  The mirror had not yet been installed.  Councillors expressed appreciation to Cllr Wild for continuing to pursue this on behalf of the community.

13. CLERK’S REPORT
The Clerk’s Report was received and considered.  It was RESOLVED to approve the amendment made to the Clerk’s Job Description, to note the 2018/19 pay award, and to approve the Clerk’s Training Cost Sharing Agreement.
