DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 13th September 2010
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs C A Eade, J Guttridge & V McChesney on holiday, Cllr M Jones prior engagement.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, F E Davies, P Davies, D Millington, M Millington & S Rowlands, also SV Cllr C Wild, R Johnson Regeneration Officer and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: Cllr D Millington expressed a Personal Interest in Item 7b below. 
4. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 12th July 2010 that had been circulated were accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
5. Severn Valley Cllr Claire Wild reported that there were to be huge cuts in resources at SC who were also restructuring their top layers to save £millions and it was likely there would be staff losses.  The LJC budget was also likely to be reduced.  The detail of the Rural Toolkit was also explained.  Rachel Johnson reported the next meeting of the LJC would be 19th October when the future of the expensive mobile library service would be discussed.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Parking problem at Ashley Jordon Cars – 5a.  The Chairman will invite a Shropshire Council officer to the next meeting to discuss the issue. Cllr P Davies reported that although new signs advising visitors to park on the verge or forecourt had been erected they were largely ignored so the problems still existed.
b) Wroxeter roads – 5b.  The Chairman reported that the new splay at the Xroads had made a significant difference to visibility but will pursue the profusion of signs obscuring motorist’s view of oncoming traffic with SC Highways. The redressing of the road into the village had worked.
c) Norton Xroads hedge cutting – 5d. Although the Clerk had pursued this with SC Highways nothing had been done so will contact the interim officer responsible.
d) Wroxeter speed limit – 9c.  SC had informed the Clerk that they were awaiting the outcome of post-scheme monitoring to ascertain the level of compliance or non-compliance before considering additional measures.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) New application for conversion of redundant farm buildings to form 3 dwellings at Upper Farm, Rushton by Days New Homes Ltd., Telford. (NB: Unit 4 remains as approved).  No comment.
b) The Clerk had notified Councillors of the SC site visit to assess the 3 caravans at Wroxeter Court on 2nd September.  Permission had subsequently been granted.
8. FINANCE:
